We also offer to meet with you at least annually, or more frequently, 
depending on your needs.  
Investment Authority: We provide our services on a perpetual and discretionary basis. We execute investment 
recommendations in accordance with your investment objectives without your prior approval of each specific 
transaction. Our engagement will continue until you notify us otherwise in writing.  
Account Minimums & Other Requirements: We do not require an account or relationship size minimum in order for 
you to open/maintain an account or establish a relationship.

Our financial professionals are registered representatives of Level Four Financial, LLC (“Level Four”), a registered 
broker-dealer. In addition to our services, your financial professional will offer you brokerage services through their 
separate capacity as a registered representative and will earn commission-based compensation for transactions 
implemented through Level Four. The commissions earned are separate from our advisory fees, which creates a 
financial incentive to recommend that you implement securities transactions through Level Four.

The fees charged for the implementation 
of insurance products are separate from our advisory fees, where your financial professional will earn commission-
based compensation for the implementation of an insurance product. Therefore, there is a financial incentive to 
recommend that you implement insurance through our financial professionals.
